A Message from the Superintendent

It has been an outstanding year at TV Schools! This Summer 2017 edition of Trojan Talk
showcases several activities from the end of the year and sets the stage for a successful

beginning to the 2017-18 school year.

A topic of primary importance is the potential

opportunity for a comprehensive district facilities project over
the next several years. By now, nearly everyone has probably
seen evidence of Rover Pipeline activity throughout the area. In
Tuscarawas County, 100% of the Rover Pipeline will run through
the boundaries of the Tuscarawas Valley Local School District.
Our objective, therefore, is to specifically target potential utility

tax funds from the Rover Pipeline and invest those dollars back
into capital improvement (facility) projects. By doing so, we continuously improve the quality of education for
our students and position the district for success well into the future, without placing an additional tax burden

on our residents.

The Board of Education is investigating a comprehensive facilities project on the Tusky Valley Road campus
to accommodate all PreK-12 students. At this time, the district has no specific idea of what the future PreK-12

facilities project or building(s) could look like.

The Ohio Facilities Construction Commission (OFCC) and Lesko Architecture are now in process of
conducting a full assessment of existing facilities and updating the district’s enrollment projection to determine
potential options best suited to the needs and culture of our school district and community. Master planning
and consideration of facility options will begin once all assessments, projections, and site surveys are complete,
most likely by December 2017. From what we understand, it would likely be Fall 2022 for the completion of

any construction/renovation.

We are excited about this possibility for the future of our TV Schools and community! We will continue to

work hard and optimistically (yet cautiously) take the
necessary steps to be prepared for this opportunity.

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Over 300 students enrolled in the 2016-2017 After-
School Program. Thanks to funding provided by
a 21st Century Grant, 29 different classes were
offered to students in Grades 5-12 in academic
and extracurricular activities. An average of 100
students stayed each night to receive homework
help, tutoring, or to participate in a variety of
classes. Parent surveys completed in May indicated
that 98% of parents felt their child’s academics
improved by being involved in the program. One
parent commented, “Our child loves the After-
School Program! The programs are engaging and
enriching. They provide an extra layer to extra-
curricular activities that have an excellent impact
socially.” One student remarked about the program,
“It is a great way for us to learn new things and
do the things we love, and I appreciate that.” The
highlight of the program is our Achievement Club
where students receive individual and small group
tutoring and homework help to enhance their

day. Over the course of
the year, the program
sent students to Akron
Children’s Hospital to
deliver blankets and
visit patients, presented
Willy Wonka, Jr,
provided Financial Peace
University, Hunter’s
Safety, and sponsored
numerous family events.

Kindergarten
Schedule

The first week of school for Kindergarten students
is different from other grades in the district.
According to the Ohio Department of Education, all
kindergarten students must take the “Kindergarten
Readiness Assessment” (KRA). This test will be
given Wednesday, August 23rd through Friday,
August 25th. Each student will be given a 40-minute
time-slot to attend a one-on-one assessment with a
teacher. Once the assessments are completed, classes
will begin for students.

In order to make it an easier transition, children will
be given transition days to attend when only half the
class will be present. Kindergarten transition days
will be held Monday, August 28th and Tuesday,
August 29th. This gives your child time with his/
her teacher to learn the daily routine without so many
children attending. Teachers usually request that
parents bring their kindergarten child(ren) to school
that first introduction day for half of the class so that
they can go over classroom expectations with both
the parents and the children. Specific dates and times
for KRA and the transition day, along with the child’s
teacher’s name will be mailed home by August 12th.
